
Does it really matter if people want to identify as a different gender to that in which they were born?  Why would God mind?


In the past the idea of a person deciding to identify as a different gender to that in which they were born was very rare.  Now it seems to have become something of a social trend – often with well- intentioned parents listening to their children and rushing them down the long and difficult road of medical and psychological interventions in a bid to alter their original biological sex.  Behind this lies the conviction that it is a person’s right to be“whatever they want to be” including their gender identity.
In the Bible gender identity is seen in clear binary (one or the other) terms.  Genesis 1:27 states “so God created man in his own image, in the image of God he created him; male and female he created them”.  Deuteronomy 22:5 warns in the strongest terms about any form of cross dressing between the sexes as an offence to God.  There is to be clear demarcation between the sexes.
Thus our gender and biological identity is set at birth.  (The only exception to this would be extremely rare medical cases of so-called intersex babies born with indefinite physical sexual characteristics).  For the vast majority of humankind however we are born male or female as our Creator has made us.  To want to step out of this identity is a hugely bold step to take.  It flies in the face of biology and more importantly in defiance of God’s natural order.  It is saying that we know better than the God who made us.  
In wider terms it makes for all sorts of complications which society is only beginning to recognise.  Many women, for example, are deeply uncomfortable sharing toilet and changing facilities with biological men who are now calling themselves female.  To make any objection is to draw down the wrath of trans activists who immediately accuse people of bigotry and being “transphobic”.
The truth is men and women are simply different.  It is that very difference that creates attraction between them.   That is God’s design.  It never ends well when we think we know better than God.
